Course Description: (From 2017-2019 Undergraduate Catalog)

ET 335 - Construction Estimating — Focuses on materials take-off and computing quantities
from working drawings and specifications. This course includes methods for computing
guantities of concrete, steel, masonry, roofing, and excavation. Deals with pricing building
components, materials and processes, as well as transportation and handling costs, mark-up
discount procedures, equipment cost, and labor rates. Prerequisites ET 201 (3)

Lecture 3 hours, Total 3 hours per week.

Purpose of this Course: The purpose of this course is to introduce students to estimating in
building construction field. Students will learn how to perform estimation in the field of; metals,
woods, doors and windows, electrical, plumbing and ventilation. Students will also be introduced
to contracts, bonds and insurance. Finally, this course will provide students with knowledge of
the most important aspect of profit.
